Course Description  
This course provides a general introduction to basic processes in psychology. Upon completion of the 
course, you will be able to evaluate psychological information related to basic processes according to 
the scientific method and will have introductory-level knowledge of:  
 • Psychology as a social science  
 • The sub-fields of psychology focusing on individual, social, and abnormal behaviour 
 • Current theories for understanding different areas of psychology focusing on basic processes  
 • Methodologies and terminology used in psychology focusing on individual, social, and 
 abnormal processes  
 
Lectures are intended to highlight and extend, rather than summarize, assigned text readings. You will 
benefit most from the lectures if you read the assigned material prior to attending the lecture. Class 
outlines will be available on the course D2L site. These outlines are provided to assist you in organizing 
and understanding the material and are not a substitute for class attendance.

Assessment Methods 

Two mid-term exams (July 16, August 1) and a final exam (date to be set by the Registrar) are 
scheduled. All are non-cumulative, multiple-choice tests based on textbook and lecture material 
(including films and other demonstrations). Not all test material will be covered in lectures, and some 
test material covered in lectures will not be covered in the text, so regular attendance is important for 
success in this course. Note that you are responsible for all assigned readings from the text even if the 
specific content has not been covered in lectures. Many test questions will involve critical thinking, a 
skill you will be given practice developing in class, so again it’s to your advantage to come to class. The 
use of class notes or the text book, computers or calculators is prohibited during the tests in this course. 
No notes are allowed during midterms and exams.  
 

Your course grade will be computed from midterm 1 (32%), midterm 2 (32%), and a final exam (36%). 
 
NOTE: Mobile phones and other electronic devices are not permitted during exams.

Department of Psychology Criteria for Letter Grades 

Psychology professors use the following criteria when assigning letter grades:

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A+ grade: Exceptional Performance. An A+ grade indicates near perfect performance on multiple choice 

and short answer exams. For research papers/essays/course projects/presentations, an A+ grade is 

awarded for exceptional work deserving of special recognition and is therefore not a common grade.  

 

A, A- Range: Excellent Performance. Superior understanding of course material. Written work is very 

strong in terms of critical and original thinking, content, organization, and the expression of ideas, and 

demonstrates student’s thorough knowledge of subject matter. 

 

B Range: Good Performance. Above average understanding of course material. Written work shows 

evidence of critical thinking and attention to organization and editing but could be improved in form 

and/or content.  

 

C Range: Satisfactory Performance. Adequate understanding of course material. Knowledge of basic 

concepts and terminology is demonstrated. Written work is satisfactory and meets essential 

requirements but could be improved significantly in form and content. Note: All prerequisites for 

courses offered by the Faculty of Arts must be met with a minimum grade of C-.   

 

D range: Marginally meets standards. Minimal understanding of subject matter. Written work is 

marginally acceptable and meets basic requirements but requires substantial improvements in form and 

content. Student has not mastered course material at a level sufficient for advancement into more 

senior courses in the same or related subjects. 

  

F grade: Course standards not met. Inadequate understanding of subject matter. Written work does not 

meet basic requirements. Student has not demonstrated knowledge of course material at a level 

sufficient for course credit.

As stated in the University Calendar, it is at the instructor’s discretion to round off either upward or 

downward to determine a final grade when the average of term work and final examinations is between 

two letter grades. To determine final letter grades, final percentage grades will be rounded up or down 

to the nearest whole percentage (e.g., 89.5% will be rounded up to 90% = A but 89.4% will be rounded 

down to 89% = A-).

Reappraisal of Grades 
A student who feels that a piece of graded term work (e.g., term paper, essay, test) has been unfairly 
graded, may have the work re-graded as follows. The student shall discuss the work with the instructor 
within 15 days of being notified about the mark or of the item's return to the class; no reappraisal of term 
work is permitted after the 15 days. If not satisfied, the student shall immediately take the matter to the 
Head of the department offering the course, who will arrange for a reassessment of the work within the 
next 15 days. The reappraisal of term work may cause the grade to be raised, lowered, or to remain the 
same. If the student is not satisfied with the decision and wishes to appeal, the student shall address a 
letter of appeal to the Dean of the faculty offering the course within 15 days of the unfavourable decision. 
In the letter, the student must clearly and fully state the decision being appealed, the grounds for appeal, 
and the remedies being sought, along with any special circumstances that warrant an appeal of the 
reappraisal. The student should include as much written documentation as possible.  
 
Plagiarism and Other Academic Misconduct 
Intellectual honesty is the cornerstone of the development and acquisition of knowledge and requires 
that the contribution of others be acknowledged. Consequently, plagiarism or cheating on any assignment 
is regarded as an extremely serious academic offense. Plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work 
in a course as if it were the student's own work done expressly for that particular course when, in fact, it 



 

is not. Students should examine sections of the University Calendar that present a Statement of 
Intellectual honesty and definitions and penalties associated with Plagiarism/Cheating/Other Academic 
Misconduct.

Makeup tests/exams are NOT an option without an official University medical excuse (see the University 

Calendar). A completed Physician/Counselor Statement will be required to confirm absence from a 

test/exam for health reasons; the student will be required to pay any cost associated with this 

Statement. Students who miss a test/exam have up to 48 hours to contact the instructor and to 

schedule a makeup test/exam. Students who do not schedule a makeup test/exam with the instructor 

within this 48-hour period forfeit the right to a makeup test/exam. At the instructor’s discretion, a 

makeup test/exam may differ significantly (in form and/or content) from a regularly scheduled 

test/exam. Except in extenuating circumstances (documented by an official University medical excuse), a 

makeup test/exam must be written within 2 weeks of the missed test/exam during exam make-up hours 

provided by the department http://psychology.ucalgary.ca/undergraduate/exam-and-course-

information#mues.  If a student cannot write their final exam on the date assigned by the Registrar’s 

Office, they need to apply for a deferred exam http://www.ucalgary.ca/registrar/exams/deferred_final.    

 

Travel During Exams  

Consistent with University regulations, students are expected to be available to write scheduled exams 

at any time during the official December and April examination periods. Requests to write a make-up 

exam because of conflicting travel plans (e.g., flight bookings) will NOT be considered by the 

department. Students are advised to wait until the final examination schedule is posted before making 

any travel arrangements.  If a student cannot write their final exam on the date assigned by the 

Registrar’s Office, they need to apply for a deferred exam 

http://www.ucalgary.ca/registrar/exams/deferred_final.
