Course Description

Provides students with an understanding of the key theories, research methods, and discoveries in
coping and resilience, identity development, interpersonal relationships, and mental health with an
emphasis on developing the knowledge and skills necessary to be effective consumers of psychological
theory and research. Through a focus on adjustment issues that arise in everyday life, this course will
demonstrate some of the ways in which psychology can be used to benefit students’ wellbeing in their
personal and professional lives.

Areas of focus in this course include:

¢ Psychology as a biological and social science

* The areas where psychology can be applied to an understanding of everyday life

e Current theories and approaches for understanding human behaviour and mental health
* The research methods used in psychology and the critical thinking skills they support

Note: PSYC 203 does not count toward the minimum requirements for the Major or Honours in
Psychology.

Assessment Methods

Two midterm exams and a final exam (date to be set by the Registrar) are scheduled. All are non-
cumulative, multiple-choice tests based on textbook and lecture material (including films and other
demonstrations). Not all test material will be covered in lectures, and some test material covered in



lectures will not be covered in the text, so watching all lectures is important for success in this course.
Note that you are responsible for all assigned readings from the text even if the specific content has not
been covered in lectures.

Exams in this course are closed book. The use of resources, including class notes, the textbook, online
resources, and calculators is prohibited during the exams in this course. Students may not communicate

with others about course material or the exam either in person or electronically during exams.

. Worth 40% of the final grade

o The Final Exam will be conducted via D2L

Department of Psychology Criteria for Letter Grades

Psychology professors use the following criteria when assigning letter grades:

A+ grade: Exceptional Performance. An A+ grade indicates near perfect performance on multiple choice
and short answer exams. For research papers/essays/course projects/presentations, an A+ grade is
awarded for exceptional work deserving of special recognition and is therefore not a common grade.

A, A- Range: Excellent Performance. Superior understanding of course material. Written work is very
strong in terms of critical and original thinking, content, organization, and the expression of ideas, and
demonstrates student’s thorough knowledge of subject matter.

B Range: Good Performance. Above average understanding of course material. Written work shows
evidence of critical thinking and attention to organization and editing but could be improved in form
and/or content.

C Range: Satisfactory Performance. Adequate understanding of course material. Knowledge of basic
concepts and terminology is demonstrated. Written work is satisfactory and meets essential
requirements but could be improved significantly in form and content. Note: All prerequisites for
courses offered by the Faculty of Arts must be met with a minimum grade of C-.

D range: Marginally meets standards. Minimal understanding of subject matter. Written work is
marginally acceptable and meets basic requirements but requires substantial improvements in form and
content. Student has not mastered course material at a level sufficient for advancement into more
senior courses in the same or related subjects.

F grade: Course standards not met. Inadequate understanding of subject matter. Written work does not
meet basic requirements. Student has not demonstrated knowledge of course material at a level
sufficient for course credit.
